	polygon
	A closed plane figure with straight sides; each side is a line segment
	

	quadrilateral
	A polygon with four sides and four angles
	

	pentagon
	A polygon with five sides and five angles
	

	hexagon
	A polygon with six sides and six angles
	

	octagon
	A polygon with eight sides and eight angles
	

	equilateral triangle
	A triangle that has all equal sides
	

	isosceles triangle
	A triangle that has two equal sides
	

	scalene triangle
	A triangle with no equal sides
	

	right triangle
	A triangle with one right angle
	

	obtuse triangle
	A triangle that has one angle greater than a right angle
	

	acute triangle
	A triangle that has three angles less than a right angle
	

	parallelogram
	A quadrilateral with 2 pairs of parallel sides and 2 pairs of equal sides
	

	rhombus
	A quadrilateral with 2 pairs of parallel sides and 4 equal sides
	

	tessellate
	To combine plane figures so they cover a surface without overlapping or leaving any space between them
	

	tessellation
	A repeating pattern of closed figures that covers a surface with no gaps and no overlaps
